GGOS Working Group on Outreach and User Linkage

Charter 

The GGOS Outreach and User Linkage Working Group (OUL WG) is one of the GGOS Working Groups reporting to the GGOS Steering Committee.  The OUL WG facilitates outreach activities of GGOS to other relevant organizations and links GGOS to major user groups. The OUL WG develops a broad strategy to promote geodesy and, in particular, GGOS in other sciences,  international scientific and professional organizations, and intergovernmental organizations such as the Group on Earth Observations (GEO) and the United Nation authorities, and supports the implementation of this strategy. Specifically:

· The WG facilitates and supports the production of promotion material or produces such material where appropriate (brochures, flyers) properly reviewed according to agreed upon reviewing processes. The contents of outreach and promotion material is at least reviewed by the GGOS Science Panel, and production of documents is coordinated with the GGOS Coordinating Office.

· The WG establishes and maintains contact with relevant scientific, professional, and intergovernmental organizations. The WG initiates stakeholder events such as workshops, sessions, and side events with the goal to foster a dialog between these organizations and relevant GGOS components. Outreach activities toward GEO are coordinated with the GGOS WG on GEO relations. The WG supports the GGOS Coordinating Office in maintaining a data base of relevant external organizations and events suited for GGOS outreach activities. 

· The WG identifies current and future applications depending on geodetic observations and products, and establishes links to users associated with these applications. In order to inform GGOS about user needs, the WG together with the GGOS Coordinating Office maintains a database of user needs and observational requirements.
